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Southern Loop Community Working Group to Meet
The Southern Loop Community Working Group, a citizens’ group helping Central Vermont Public Service (CVPS) and Vermont Electric Power Company (VELCO) consider solutions to growing transmission issues in southern Vermont, will hold its first meeting Thursday in Brattleboro.
The group of about 20 is a subgroup from about 50 people who met over two days in February in a first-of-its-kind public outreach gathering organized by CVPS and VELCO.

The CWG is intended to help CVPS and VELCO refine recommendations from the larger group and make public presentations on how the proposals were developed.  A series of open houses will be held to keep the public apprised of the Community Working Group’s efforts and gain more feedback from the public.
CVPS and VELCO began the public process to provide meaningful public input and recommendation before the utilities propose a plan to state regulators to improve the Southern Loop, a 66-mile line than runs in an arc from Bennington to Stratton to Brattleboro.  Possible solutions include a wide range of improvements, from small local generation, major energy efficiency programs, new equipment and facilities, and new power lines, and combinations of all those options.
Thursday’s  will run from 4 to 6 p.m. at the Brattleboro Quality Inn and Suites.
